For the complete servicing, hydro-testing, refilling and cleaning of fire extinguishers and portable 
fire suppression equipment.  The service shall include, but not limited to: full breakdown, cleaning, 
replacement of work necessary parts, recharged, tagged, inventoried, and certified.  Any cylinder 
requiring legal hydrostatic testing shall be accomplished within a certified and timely manner.  An 
equal or better capacity appliance shall be provided while the cylinder is out for testing. 
 
In the event that an appliance has to be removed from the location, a replacement will be made of 
equal or greater capacity.  Further, all appliances shall, under the specification, comply with 
applicable Federal Regulations and Laws.
